Artists paint with different colors.  Poets also create pictures in the reader’s mind, not with colors but with images  1.  words.  These images help the reader to  2.  a mental picture.  Readers can then feel deeply what the poets describe.  A poet once wrote a poem, “In a Station of the Metro”, to express  3. 1 his experience of a particular moment.  Getting off a train one day in a crowded Paris subway station, he was  4.  the beauty of the faces he saw.  In the eyes of the poet, only an extremely short poem, one having just two lines and two images, could be  5.  his experience. 
Such a poem is similar to a Japanese haiku, a very short poem that uses just two or three images to create a  6.  picture in the reader’s mind.  When the individual images are fresh and clear and  7.  naturally, the combination will be filled with power.
